TUAT student dormitories were built to ensure good living and studying environment as well as to support
enriching student life through cohabitation. The Hinoki Dormitory provides affordable accommodation for both
Japanese and foreign students.

Moreover, Hinoki Dormitory has a special role: it is not only a student dormitory, but a place of mutual
development within the local community. For this reason, students selected to reside in the dormitory are not
only expected to actively exchange with other Japanese and foreign residents, but also to build and maintain a
healthy relationship with the local community. Applicants are advised to read the annex “Important considerations
for the Hinoki Dormitory” (at the end of these guidelines) thoroughly before applying as they will be required to

sign a Pledge as a precondition for residence.

OEstablishment objectives

In order to raise global human resources who can work in the global stage, Hinoki Dormitory provides a
suitable environment for students to dedicate to their studies and help them develop a healthy and open global
mind; by promoting the cohabitation of both Japanese and foreign students, it also assists them in deepening

their multicultural understanding and building a global friendship network.

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ANNEX: Important considerations for the Hinoki Dormitory

Students selected to reside in the Hinoki Dormitory are expected to build and maintain good relations
with other fellow residents — both Japanese and foreign — and engage in active international exchanges.
Moreover, for its location in a residential area, Hinoki Dormitory residents are expected to engage in
building a healthy community by actively participating in local activities such as cleaning of surrounding

areas, removing snow in winter seasons, etc.

For the above reasons, all dormitory residents must abide by the following:

+ When moving-in/out, avoid disturbing the neighborhood and park any vehicles in the parking space
located on the east side of the building.

+ Constantly mind to keep the silence and try to avoid unnecessary noise.

* When entering/leaving the building at late hours, mind your voice tone and other noise.

* Do not gather for chatting or doing other activities in the external areas of the dormitory and
surrounding areas.

* Mind the door noises when opening/closing the doors to dispose of the garbage or access the bicycle
parking space.

+ Use of the Community Room is limited from 8AM to 9PM and the east exit must not be utilized.

* Do not to disturb neighboring community with different living habits and religious activities.

* Dispose the garbage in the designated location according to the garbage collection calendar and
disposal rules in order not to disturb neighboring residents with bad odors.

* Residents should not allow non-residents and outsiders to sleep in the Dormitory.

+ Except for hanging the laundry and for emergency situations, residents must refrain for using/staying in
the balcony area.

* Bicycles must be parked in the designated parking area.

* In order to prevent fire accidents, kerosene stoves shall not be used.

* Smokers must mind their smoking manners in order not to disturb non-smoking residents and
neighboring community.

* Floors are assigned by gender: 1% to 2™ floors for males and 3™ and 5™ floors for females. Except for

emergency situations, one must not transit in the floors he/she is not assigned to.

% Those who fail to comply with the above or disturb the living environment in the dormitory and/or

neighborhood may be subject to expulsion or other punishment.
