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2026 Application Guidelines for TUAT Student Dormitories

<For New and Current International Students>

Tokyo University of Agriculture and Technology (TUAT) provides student dormitories to offer
a favorable living and learning environment and to support a fulfilling student life through
communal living.

We are now accepting applications from international students who wish to move into the
dormitory on April 1, 2026 (new students and current students). If you wish to apply, please

submit all required documents by the application deadline.

2. Eligibility

International students who will be enrolled as regular students at TUAT as of April 2026,
who are in financial difficulty and have difficulty securing private housing.

In addition to the TUAT Student Dormitories, international students may also reside in
the Fuchu International House, Koganei International House, and Hitotsubashi University’s
International Student House [Ikkyo-Ryo]. However, applicants cannot apply for the TUAT
Student Dormitories and these facilities at the same time. Students who have already

been approved for residence in April 2026 at these facilities, or who are currently applying



or planning to apply for them, are not eligible. Applicants may apply only if, at the time of
submitting this application, they have already received official notification that they were

not selected for residence in those facilities.

*For Japanese students, please refer to the separate guidelines for Japanese students (for new and

current students).

3. Selection Process
Selection will be based on the submitted documents and financial situation. If the
number of applicants exceeds the available capacity, residents will be determined by

lottery.

4. Period of Residence
From April 1, 2026 until the standard period of study (for graduate students, the

standard program duration).
*Undergraduate students advancing to TUAT graduate programs, and master’s/professional degree

students advancing to doctoral programs may continue residence upon declaration.

9. Notification of Results
Results will be notified as follows:
(1) Undergraduate (Years 1-3)

(2) Undergraduate (Year 4+) and Graduate Students

By email to the applicant and their supervisor.

Successful applicants will receive the “Dormitory Admission Permit” and related
documents (Confirmation Form, Notification Form, etc.) and must complete the required
procedures by the specified deadline. Failure to do so may result in cancellation.

(1) Applicants currently residing in Japan
The documents will be mailed to the address indicated in the “Current Address”
section of the dormitory application form.

(2) Applicants currently residing overseas
As a general rule, the documents will be sent to the laboratory of your supervisor at
TUAT. If you do not yet have a TUAT supervisor, we will contact you individually

regarding the procedure.

10. Other Information
(1) Handling of Personal Information
Personal information submitted will be used for dormitory selection and admission
procedures in accordance with TUAT's Privacy Policy. Names and phone numbers may
be provided to dormitory managers if necessary.

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Overview of TUAT Student Dormitories

1. Hinoki Dormitory (Male & Female)

Hinoki Dormitory accommodates both Japanese and international students. It is designed to
foster interaction not only among residents but also with the local community. Therefore, if
you are permitted to move in, you are expected to actively engage with fellow residents,
including international students, and participate in community activities to build a positive
environment. Applicants wishing to reside in Hinoki Dormitory must carefully read Annex 3

“Important considerations for the Hinoki Dormitory” and Form ® “Written Pledge.”

Purpose
Hinoki Dormitory aims to provide an environment conducive to academic pursuits and to
nurture globally competent individuals through communal living with domestic and
international students, fostering global networks and well-rounded character

development.

Management Policy
Hinoki Dormitory is operated under the following principles:
- Provide a safe and supportive learning environment for students facing financial
difficulties.
- Promote mutual understanding between Japanese and international students as part

of globalization efforts.

- Encourage social development through interaction with the local community.

(2) Fees

In addition to the dormitory fee (¥37,800 per month) and the common service fee

(¥2,200 per month), a cleaning fee of ¥30,000 is required upon move-in. Utility costs

for each room (water, gas, electricity), coin laundry charges, and internet fees are

borne by each resident. The amount of the common service fee may be revised based

on the previous year’s utility expenses.

2. Keyaki Dormitory (Male) & Sakura Dormitory (Female)

Keyaki Dormitory accommodates both Japanese and international students, while Sakura

Dormitory is for Japanese students only.

(2) Fees

included in the common service fee. The amount of the common service fee may be

revised based on the previous year’s utility expenses.

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Important considerations for the Hinoki Dormitory

Students selected to reside in the Hinoki Dormitory are expected to build and maintain good
relations with other fellow residents — both Japanese and foreign — and engage in active
international exchanges. Moreover, for its location in a residential area, Hinoki Dormitory residents
are expected to engage in building a healthy community by actively participating in local activities
such as cleaning of surrounding areas, removing snow in winter seasons, etc.

For the above reasons, all dormitory residents must abide by the following:

When moving-in/out, avoid disturbing the neighborhood and park any vehicles in the parking
space located on the east side of the building.

Constantly mind to keep the silence and try to avoid unnecessary noise.

When entering/leaving the building at late hours, mind your voice tone and other noise.

Do not gather for chatting or doing other activities in the external areas of the dormitory and
surrounding areas.

Mind the door noises when opening/closing the doors to dispose of the garbage or access the
bicycle parking space.

Use of the Community Room is limited from 8AM to 9PM and the east exit must not be utilized.
Do not to disturb neighboring community with different living habits and religious activities.
Dispose the garbage in the designated location according to the garbage collection calendar
and disposal rules in order not to disturb neighboring residents with bad odors.

Residents should not allow non-residents and outsiders to sleep in the Dormitory.

Except for hanging the laundry and for emergency situations, residents must refrain for
using/staying in the balcony area.

Bicycles must be parked in the designated parking area.

In order to prevent fire accidents, kerosene stoves shall not be used.

Smokers must mind their smoking manners in order not to disturb non-smoking residents and
neighboring community.

Floors are assigned by gender: 1st to 2nd floors for males and 3rd and 5th floors for females.

Except for emergency situations, one must not transit in the floors he/she is not assigned to.

Those who fail to comply with the above or disturb the living environment in the dormitory and/or

neighborhood may be subject to expulsion or other punishment.
