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2026 Application Guidelines for TUAT Student Dormitories

<For New and Current International Students>

Tokyo University of Agriculture and Technology (TUAT) provides student dormitories to offer

a favorable living and learning environment and to support a fulfilling student life through

communal living.

We are now accepting applications from international students who wish to move into the

dormitory on October 1, 2026 (new students and current students). If you wish to apply,

please submit all required documents by the application deadline.

2. Eligibility

International students who will be enrolled as regular students at TUAT as of October

2026, who are in financial difficulty and have difficulty securing private housing.

In addition to the TUAT Student Dormitories, international students may also reside in

the Fuchu International House, Koganei International House, and Hitotsubashi University’s

International Student House [Ikkyo-Ryo]. However, applicants cannot apply for the TUAT

Student Dormitories and these facilities at the same time. Students who have already

been approved for residence in April 2026 at these facilities, or who are currently applying




or planning to apply for them, are not eligible. Applicants may apply only if, at the time of

submitting this application, they have already received official notification that they were

not selected for residence in those facilities.

3. Selection Process

Selection will be based on the application. The applicant’s financial situation will be taken

into consideration, and if the number of applicants exceeds the available capacity,

residents will be determined by lottery.

4. Period of Residence

From October 1, 2026 until the standard period of study (for graduate students, the

standard program duration).

*Please move in between 9:00 and 17:00 on weekdays within one week of the first day of the move-

in month.

documents (Confirmation Form, Notification Form, etc.) and must complete the required



procedures by the specified deadline. Failure to do so may result in cancellation.

(2) Fees
In addition to the dormitory fee (¥37,800 per month) and the common service fee
(¥2,200 per month), a cleaning fee of ¥30,000 is required upon move-in. Utility costs
for each room (water, gas, electricity), coin laundry charges, and internet fees are
borne by each resident. The amount of the common service fee may be revised based

on the previous year’s utility expenses.
2. Overview of Keyaki Dormitory (Male) & Sakura Dormitory (Female)
Keyaki Dormitory accommodates both Japanese and international students, while Sakura

Dormitory is for Japanese students only.

(2) Fees
In addition to the dormitory fee (¥30,000 per month) and the common service fee
(¥15,000 per month), a cleaning fee of ¥30,000 is required upon move-in. Utility
costs for each room (water, gas, electricity), laundry charges, and internet fees are
included in the common service fee. The amount of the common service fee may be

revised based on the previous year’s utility expenses.

3. Living in TUAT Student Dormitories

All dormitory residents must comply with the TUAT Dormitory Regulations, other relevant
rules, and the procedures as well as the rules during residence stated in each dormitory’s
“Dormitory Guidebook.” In addition, residents are required to observe the Important
Considerations for the TUAT Dormitories in their daily life. These documents may be revised as

necessary, and residents are required to comply with any updated versions.

® Important Considerations for the TUAT Dormitories

{Common to All Dormitories]
When moving in or out, avoid disturbing neighboring residents and park vehicles appropriately: at Hinoki
Dormitory, use the parking area on the east side of the building; for Keyaki and Sakura Dormitories, park
within the dormitory premises.
Constantly mind to keep silence and avoid unnecessary everyday noise. Also, avoid making loud noises
when opening and closing doors at garbage stations and bicycle parking areas.
When entering/leaving the building at late hours, pay particular attention to noise such as talking.
Do not gather for chatting or other activities outside the dormitory or around the premises.
Do not disturb neighboring residents due to differences in lifestyle habits or religious practices.
Follow municipal rules for garbage separation. Dispose of garbage properly at designated collection points
and take care to avoid causing unpleasant odors to neighboring residents.
Except for hanging laundry and in emergencies, refrain from using the balcony.
To prevent fire hazards, do not use kerosene stoves, portable gas stoves, or any other appliances that
may cause fires.
Smoking is strictly prohibited throughout the dormitory premises. Smoking must be conducted in a
manner that does not cause discomfort to neighboring residents.
Residents must not allow non-residents to stay overnight in the dormitory.
Unauthorized entry by non-residents is strictly prohibited; however, if entry is permitted, the visitor must
be registered in the logbook.

Do not leave personal belongings or garbage in common areas.

(Hinoki Dormitory]
Use of the Community Room is limited from 8:00 AM to 9:00 PM, and the east-side entrance/exit must
not be used.
Bicycles must be parked in the designated bicycle parking area.
Floors are assigned by gender: 1st-2nd floors for male students and 3rd-5th floors for female students.

Except in emergencies, movement between these floors is strictly prohibited.

(Keyaki Dormitory / Sakura Dormitory]

Bicycles and motorcycles must be registered for dormitory parking and kept in designated parking areas.
